CCPLS Meeting Room Use Policies

1. CCPLS meeting room use is free. However, donations to The Library Foundation Inc. are welcome.

2. Meeting rooms are available during hours the library is open to the public. Meetings must end 15 minutes prior to the library's closing fime.
3. Rooms are available to groups whose headquarters are in or who provide services to Campbell County residents.

4. Rooms are available to non-profit and for-profit organizations for non-public meetings.
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. Rooms are available to non-profit organizations for educational, cultural and other meetings of interest to the general public. Parties and
other social gatherings are not allowed.

6. For-profit organizations may use the rooms for staff training, interviewing and staff activities, and for public information. No sale of goods or
services or the solicitation for future sales or services is permitted without prior library administration approval. “Solicitation” is any act or
attempt to advertise, market, or sell any product or service, to seek membership in any organization, or to obtain a donation/contribution.

7. Organizations may recoup a cost recovery fee for their program. At no time will library staff be involved in the collection of such fees.
8. Room use approval is granted only for a single meeting or for a brief series of meetings.

9. Meeting rooms are designed for changing events open to diverse groups and cannot be reserved exclusively for long-term exhibition or
display purposes.
